Purpose:
The Pacific Northwest Association of Rail Shippers (PNWARS) established a scholarship fund in year 2000 to recognize and reward academic excellence and support the financial commitment necessary to pursue a business degree for PNWARS family members or nominee’s of PNWARS members.  PNWARS is a not for profit association of rail shippers.
Eligibility:
Applicants for awards must be family members of a member of PNWARS or nominated by a member of PNWARS.  Applicants must also be high school graduates and must be qualified to or be enrolled in full time undergraduate or graduate course of study at an eligible institution of higher education pursuing a business degree and where possible with an emphasis on transportation studies.   
Eligible Institutions:
Eligible institutions include any 2 or 4 year, public or private, nonprofit institutions in the United States that is eligible to participate in federal Title IV student financial aid programs.

Terms of Eligibility:
Awards will be made on an annual basis.  Applicants must apply and compete annually.  PNWARS pledges a minimum of one (1) $1,000.00 scholarship annually, however, PNWARS may elect to make more than one award.
Application Procedures:
Interested persons may apply by completing the PNWARS Scholarship Application.  Mandatory information is listed below.  After completion please return to the above address.

Applicants who are graduating high school seniors must submit seven semester high school transcripts displaying cumulative grade point average, eligibility letter from the selected institution applicant will attend, and SAT or ACT test scores.
Applicants who are continuing college students must submit transcripts of all college work completed through January 1 of the application year, displaying cumulative grade point averages.

All applicants shall provide letters of recommendation from applicants academic counselor and others.

All applicants shall provide a one page essay addressing the question: My contribution to the future of our country and industry after receipt of my degree shall be:____________________________.

All application information shall be received by PNWARS at the above address by May 1 of each year.
Selection:
The selection procedure will be at the sole discretion of PNWARS Scholarship Committee based upon each applicants submission.  PNWARS reserves the right to alter, amend, or otherwise change the Scholarship Program or any of the provisions of the program at any time.
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Credit Hour Requirements:
Awardee shall make satisfactory academic progress, according to institutional policies for students receiving federal Title IV aid, in order to receive disbursements throughout the year.
Disbursements:
Checks payable to the awardee will be drawn from the PNWARS Scholarship and sent in equal distributions for each academic term or semester to the Financial Aid Officer of the college or university of attendance.  Scholarship checks will be presented to the awardee upon verification of registration as full time student as determined by the institutions Financial Aid Office.  Funds may be applied in the following order of priority: tuition or fees, books, necessary supplies and equipment, or room/board.
Refunds resulting from an awardee failure to complete a full study period shall be returned to the PNWARS Scholarship Fund.
